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Transitway Alignments
and Station

Proposed Alignments

The airport transitway alignments are designed to connect with the regional transit
system at both the south end (West Spruce Street) and north end (Hillsborough Avenue)
of the airport. The exact locations of these connections are unknown at this time, but
the alignments are flexible enough to provide that connection wherever the regional

transportation agencies decide to locate the line.

The transitway alignment through the airport
generally follows the alignment shown in the 2005
Master Plan Update along the north side of West
Spruce Street, the east side of the George Bean
Parkway, and through the existing terminal area
along one of three optional alignments. From there
the transitway follows the proposed transportation
spine to the North Terminal, crossing Hillsborough
Avenue at-grade and connecting to the regional
transit system from there.

Several alignment alternatives through the
airport were examined to identify the impacts
of each on airport facilities and operations. The
intent is to select a transitway alignment that
can be constructed without disrupting airport
operations, while providing a high quality service
to transit passengers. A comfortable ride, high
degree of reliability, quick travel times, and an
easy connection to the airport terminal are all
desirable features.
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
